- Many women have heen taught ever slnce they were
11ttle girls that 1t 1s entlrely wrong tc cut women's heir,
Thie teachlng la supposedly derived freom the statement that
Faul made ta the Cordnthlan women.

Yo will notice in I Corinthians 11:13-15% that
Paul saye & womah ought to have long halr that it 18 an honor
to her. "But if a woman have long halr, 1t is & glory to her.”
Becauge long halr ie mentioned, some are afrald to cut thelr
hair mt 21l., DBut the text doeén't read uncut helr, It reade
long hair. Halr can be cut and still be long.

Any head of hair, even though cut, If 1t be long
enough to lock feminine and honorable, la appropriate. Thers
1a no definlte "Blble length,'" save that it must appear aa a
glory to the wearer, Put 1F a woman wante to wear her halr cut
g0 ahort ag ta loeck like & man, Paul 2ays she ought fto he ahorn
or ahaven -- the Bymbol of & fallen woman. Too ma WOMen
have develsped the cugtom of having theilr hair bobbe TOQ SHORT.
Tt 1g up Lo the Individual %o decide mccording Lo the Word of
God how long her heir ought to be in BTder for her Lo appear
Teminine. Perhaps near shoulder langth la a good average,
since some Women naturally have shorter halr than others.

Congernd permanents, there 18 a problem that each
woman needs to conslder. very few glrlz are ever taught the
art of Erng%rlg caring for 1T halr, God intended & woman's
heir to edul . nob straggly. Thia is & mother's respon-
aibllity, but how sed 1t 1a that go few mothers were ever taught
how to cere for thelr hair properly. DBecause most women never
learned to appear neat thew have reaorted umnecessarlly te the
uae of permanents.

Certain women have neturally curly halr and do not
need permanentd; othere have naturally atralght heir and



appear very becomlng with it Just a2 1t isg. If wyou appear
neat in long strelght halr, yov would only be spalling you
sppearance to add unecessary curls.

But there are many women who have nearly strailght
heir who would appear much neater with a few curla, 3hould
guch women use permanents?

firat, let us remember that there are different
Irindz of permanenta. HEven the sams permanent will react
dlfferently with different women, hecause no two heade of hair
are exactly alike. Bub nearly all permanents will in time do
5 certain amount of damages Lo the halr., Often the ends ars
severely burned. Sometimes they will break off shorter and
shorter. A few cheap permanents have even proved damaging to
the health. - :

hAlthough some women may find no harm in them, per-
manents ought to be awvolded in moat cases slnce there ia a much
simpler and better method by which the halr may be given besuty.
It 18 not hard to learn the art of using curling pine with e
amall amcunt of water -- and 1t doean't take long, elther,
This method does not harm fthe halr, but makes it appear beautifal
as Gud intended.

It ie also important to mentlon that although some
make a ritual of waghing thelr hair too often, many others don't
wash their hair often enough, e2veclally when 1t becomes dlrty
through work, It 1s very beneflelisl for the scalp to keep the
halr clesan. . .
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
